puppies, small dogs, long coated dogs, and specific breeds. The reality is that all
dogs, regardless of size, age, or breed, are individuals with their own unique
personalities, needs, and ideal homes; and

adopting a furry family member is not the only way to be involved this October.
Foster caregivers also play an important part by providing dogs lots of love and
time to experience living in a home, and by making connections for potential
adoptions during the journey to find a forever home; and

Northglenn is committed to the well-being of all members of our community.
Through the Adams County Animal Shelter, its animal welfare partners, and the
many residents who adopt and foster animals each year, the lives of countless
companion animals and their human counterparts are greatly improved.
